American TCM Society, a non-profit professional organization, was born in May 2007, in New York, USA. After its establishment, it has soon become the largest and most active TCM professional association in the east of the USA.





The Traditional Chinese Medicine (TCM) amazes westerners time after time with needles, herbal decoctions, TuiNa or QiGong when there is nothing that can help them. In the United States populations that accept service with traditional Chinese Medicine grow by 20% each year. It flourishes and brings the growth of all the related professions here in the west. More and more people not only love it, are amazed by it, but also decide to practice it as their life long profession. Just within 20 years, Asian practitioners are no longer the majority of TCM professionals in the USA. This is quite a different scenario here in comparison with what happens in China.





A group of Chinese TCM professionals from the Greater New York area, who are actively engaged in TCM practice, research, and education, understands the needs and urgency to promote and protect TCM as a profession in the USA. We gather together not just because we love this profession, but also because we have been working together very hard for a similar goal in past years. We might not always share the same view toward different issues but we know we will respect and preserve the principles of democracy and professionalism. We also will make sure that these principles are followed by all ATCMS members. With all the above intention, American TCM Society was born in May 2007. American TCM Society has clearly demonstrated its impact at the very beginning of its establishment. In the spring of 2007, several founding members of this society were among the group of people who initiated the gathering of more than 10 US TCM professional associations to respond promptly in the public and openly to one attempt trying to devaluate TCM.





Immediately after its formation, ATMCS is embraced by TCM practitioners and professionals, and the society has already organized several high quality seminars in Sheraton Hotel in New York, including a forum discussing FAD guidelines for alternative medicine. ATCMS has also contacted FDA officials on behalf of TCM practitioners to express specific suggestions on TCM herbal practice.
